Deering played exceptionally all day. He won two matches before losing in the A side but
had a field day in the B draw taking out former Champion Mark Jackson (Millet), Kasey
Fowler (Weyburn), Greg Degrazia (Thunder Bay), and Gene Ziebarth (Millet). He
finally met Regina's Kevin Clark in the A final. Clark had been aive in both draws and
ran into a supercharged opponent. Conceding with 2 frames to play.

Spectacular bowling was the rule of the day with a 1011 series by Saskatonian Jeremy
Nichols who got to the B 4's before falling victim to Kevin Clark. Defending Champ
Doug Clark rolled the biggest series of the day- a 1042 in the first match on the A side.

Janna Alblas was a story in herself. The young Winnipegger threw 964 to beat Larry
Richet (Kamloops) . Then she tied Kevin Holdsworth winning on a 2 of 3 formats.
Fellow Winnipegger, Matt McKillop, was her next prey losing 803 to 815. Alblas then
took on Kevin Clark who had been undefeated to that point, and quickly took control
rocking a 657 double forcing a Clark Concession.
